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EXTENDED STAY CAMPSITE DRAW INSTRUCTION SHEET 
Prelude Lake and Reid Lake Territorial Parks

APPLICATION:

Seasonal Campsite Application forms will be provided and filled out at the venue. A sample application 
can be viewed on our website www.nwtparks.ca .

If someone is attending the draw in your place, print the Proxy Application from our website and be

sure to provide all required information; #6 on the Proxy Application must be signed to provide

authorization for a proxy to attend the draw in your place.

COMPLETING YOUR BALLOT: 

1. Ballots will be completed during registration at the extended stay campsite draw.

2. To complete a ballot and enter your name in the draw,  you will need to provide the following:

 Photo ID to match the name on your credit card , money order or bank draft
 Your camper (or RV or truck camper) registration;

 The license plate number of your camping unit; and

 If you aren't using a credit card, provide a bank draft or money order in the
amount of $924.00 or if you get a full season two bank drafts or money
orders for $924.00 each.  Make your payments out to the Government of
Northwest Territories (GNWT).

 On the ballot, please check which park you will prefer or whether you will take a
campsite in either Prelude Lake or Reid Lake.

3. Choose the dates you wish to camp.

 If you choose “I will accept any dates” you can pick either the first half or the second
half of the season.

 If you do not check off a park and date, then we will assume you are prepared to take
any park at any time.

4. Next, check off the sites you DO NOT want.

 If your ballot is drawn and a chosen site is still available, you MUST pick a site or you
forfeit your ballot and registration.

 NO DECLINES OR REFUNDS!

 If none of your chosen sites are available when your name is drawn, then your
credit card information bank draft/money order will be returned after completion of the
draw.

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ENTERING YOUR BALLOT: 
 After your payment has been receipted, your ballot will be dropped in the ballot drum.

 Ballots may be entered anytime between 12:00 pm and 2:25 pm.

 One ballot per household/registered RV. Any double entries will be removed from the 
draw.

DRAW: 

The following extended stay campsite permits will be issued for this camping season:

a) 20 permits for Prelude Lake for the period May 15 to July 15 ($924 GST incl.);

b) 20 permits for Prelude Lake for the period July 15 to September 15 ($924 GST incl.);

c) 20 permits for Reid Lake for the period May 15 to July 15 ($924GST incl.);

d) 20 permits for Reid Lake for the period July 15 to September 15 ($924 GST incl.); and

e) 10 permits for Reid Lake for the period May 15 to September 15 ($1848 GST incl.).

*** Tent pad sites are not included in the extended stay draw*** 

 The first name drawn gets to choose a campsite based on the information submitted on the
ballot.

 The draw will continue until all sites/dates are allocated or until all the names have been drawn.

BOOKING ADDITIONAL TIME VIA THE ONLINE RESERVATION SYSTEM: 

 If you wish to book additional time before or after your permit time frame you will need to use

the online reservations system.   Please visit www.nwtparks.ca to reserve a campsite.
